Consumers Digest
ranks EOU second in
nation for best value

LA GRANDE – Students at
Eastern Oregon University can
rest assured they are receiving
the best value for their tuition
dollar according to a recent
Consumers Digest report.

On June 1, Consumers
Digest listed EOU as the sec-
ond-best public university in
the United States. Consumers
Digest used a formula focusing
on academic excellence of
incoming freshman by using
standardized test scores, high-
school rank and grade point
average, and the educational
quality offered by each institu-
tion by looking at student-to-
faculty ratio, graduation rate,
and percentage of faculty hold-
ing a PhD or terminal degree.

These numbers determine a
value index score for each insti-
tution.

The value index scores were
then compared to the estimated
student costs in tuition, required
fees and average room and
board. Not having out-of-state
tuition also helped EOU con-
siderably, according to the
report. Eastern’s 2003-04 annu-
al tuition for both in- and out-
of-state students was $4,426.
