Their Chief Joseph box,
which highlights the Nez Perce
Native American leader from
Wallowa, is another top seller.

“In this part of the country
there’s a lot of interest in Chief
Joseph,” Jones said.

Other historical people you
might find in their boxes are
Wyatt Earp, Doc Holliday, Billy
the Kid, John Wesley Hardin and
other gunfighters.

No two boxes are exactly
alike.

“It’s a hobby,” Jones said.
“We just enjoy putting this stuff
together and going to the shows
and meeting the other vendors.”

They also chat with the visi-
tors who spend time looking at
each case, reading the historical
write-ups that Jones includes in
each box.

“The younger people don’t
know as much about Jesse James
and the shootouts at OK Corral,”
Hoppe said. “We answer ques-
tions all day long.”

The first shadowbox Jones
and Hoppe put together was a
gift for a local lawman, the late
Smokey Gibson, purchased by
his wife, Lucy. It featured a
Mexican knife and a gun with a
row bullet casings. The front of
the box had a hinged opening.

If a gun is in the case, Jones
and Hoppe will usually make the
front of the box hinged, so the
owner can handle the gun. They
take about five days to make one
box, if it has treated wood, other-
wise it may take one day, and
they charge $100-250 a box.

The two friends recently
returned from an exhibit during
the St. Paul Redeo the week of
the Fourth of July,, and they plan
to travel to Sisters on July 26-27
for the Sisters Art Show and
Sept. 6-7 for the Native Ameri-
can and Western Art Show. 

In the past they’ve also
shown their work in Washington,
Nevada and California, but high-
er gas prices are keeping them

closer to home.
While they don’t generally

show their work locally – there’s
not a market for it here, they say
– Jones and Hoppe do custom
orders. To find out more about
custom orders, contact Jones at
575-0615.

“People like to have a special
place to put things like flags,
guns, shotguns, Indian artifacts,
bridles …,” Hoppe said.

In all their travels, they’ve
never seen crafts quite like
theirs.

“We like the Old West, the
history, the lore,” said Jones.

“It makes it more interesting
to do,” Hoppe added. “You learn
a lot of history, more than we
already knew. How true they are,
we don’t know.”
