County Natural Resources 4-H

fourth place nationally in the
Colgate Youth for America
Program.

Each year Colgate Palmolive
receives more than 12,000
entries from around the country
to compete for honors in six
divisions, including: 4-H boys
and girls clubs, Campfire, Boy
Scouts, Girl Scouts and Girls
International.

The group teamed with the
Warm Springs Tribe, John Day
Basin office and volunteers
from the Forest Service and
Oregon Department of Fish and
Wildlife to plant more than
3,000 trees in the Middle Fork
riparian. Members also assisted
in installing stake row plots to
monitor the survival rates of the
planted trees. Members also
will volunteer during planting
seasons for several years to par-
ticipate in the gathering and
labeling of cuttings to be plant-

ed throughout the John Day
Basin.

Feathers and Fur 4-H Club
received honorable mention for
their efforts in providing a pet-
ting zoo at the Grant County
Fair as well as various commu-
nity service projects. 

The Prairie City Home and
Garden Club received honor-
able mention for its involve-
ment in the 2002 Festival of
Trees held at Trowbridge
Pavilion.

Our local clubs did remark-
ably well considering only 15
honorable mentions are pre-
sented out of each of the four
regions. The Northwest Region
consists of Washington, Alaska,

Oregon, Idaho, Montana,
Wyoming, Colorado, Nebraska
and North and South Dakota.
